1. God has wonderful plans for your life
      (Thumb: Most important)

 God is interested in you! You are valuable to Him.
 He wants to give you a gift. The question is: What will you do with it?

2. Problem: We don't do what God wants us to do
      (Index finger: Pointing at others with accusation or blame, but the problem is with us)

 There is a big problem in our lives: Sin.
 What is sin? Stealing, lying, killing... (breaking the Ten Commandments) is sin.
 But God's standard is even higher:

 Thinking badly about someone else is sin.
 If you know the right thing to do but don't do it, that's sin.
 Root of sin: Thinking we know better than God, ignoring Him and refusing His love.

 God desires us to be perfect. But our sins cause us to be broken, spiritually dead and 
separated from God.

 God will judge us according to our sin because justice means actions have consequences.

3. God's solution: Jesus Christ paid the price for our sin
      (Middle finger is the tallest finger: Symbol for the cross where Jesus died)

 How does this fit together? How can God be full of love but at the same time be the judge 
who punishes sin?

 God's special solution is His son Jesus Christ. 
 He came to this world, lived a perfect life and brought healing to many people.
 His enemies arrested Him, beat Him and killed Him on the cross.
 But three days later He came back to life!
 He took the punishment so that we can have forgiveness!

4. God wants a relationship with us
      (Ring finger: Relationship with God)

 God wants to give us the gift of eternal life and a close relationship with Him – we need to 
accept.

 How does that work? By trusting Him and deciding to accept His offer.
 But we must realize that this decision has consequences. It means deciding to leave your 

old life behind and start living like God wants you to live.
 It's like saying “Yes” at a wedding. When you say “Yes,” God will also say “Yes” to you. He 

wants to talk to you, to provide for you and to live with you!

5. The Holy Spirit will support you
      (Pinky: There is potential for growth)

 God has much more for you! It is a joy to get to know Him and experience His wonderful 
plans for you.

 But in our own strength we will fail again and again.
 The Holy Spirit is like “God's power” for you. He teaches you, changes your weak points 

and helps you to be a better person.
 Other people with the Holy Spirit will also support you and train you to understand God 

better and to do what He wants.
